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Community Foundation Awards More Than $241,500 in Grants
On Thursday, December 8, at 5 p.m. at The Cloverdale Playhouse, the Central Alabama Community Foundation will award $241,500 in grants to area nonprofits. “The Community Foundation is pleased to partner with so many excellent organizations that provide important services to area citizens.  Community health care, food and shelter programs, programs for women and youth, early childhood development, and the cultural arts all benefit from the grants we are distributing,” said Burton Ward, President of the Central Alabama Community Foundation.

In addition to the $193,200 in program-related grants and $25,000 to help non-profits tackle management issues, the reception will also feature awards given from field-of-interest funds managed by the Foundation.  The field-of-interest monies tackle a range of issues that were identified by the donors who established the funds.  This year’s grants will provide special orthotic shoes to diabetics, place e-readers in the hands of students at Dozier Elementary, and create a partnership with Family Court Judge Calvin Williams to mentor 45 students on the impact of their choices.
